2. Apologies

Apologies were received from Mr. D. Wood
3. Confirmation of the minutes of 28th January 2016
These minutes were agreed and signed by the Chairman.
4. Matters arising from those minutes

a. Townlands Steering Group
The following statement had been issued:

“The CCG has today confirmed further details of the arrangements negotiated with the Orders of St John Care Trust (OSJCT) to provide beds to support the Rapid Access Care Unit (RACU) and to provide step down care for patients discharged from an acute hospital. 

Following the CCG board meeting in July 2015 when proposals for Townlands were first discussed, further due diligence was undertaken to assess the number of beds required to support the new model of care at Townlands. This confirmed the anticipated need for between five and eight beds to support the RACU and to provide step down care. 

When the CCG board met in September 2015, it was proposed that, to allow time for the new model of care to establish itself, there should an option to purchase up to six additional beds, on a flexible basis from the OSJCT. The board was made aware that, although this was the CCG’s stated and agreed intention, the final number of beds to be purchased was subject to negotiation with OSJCT. 

We have now agreed with the OSJCT to purchase a total of 11 beds in the new care home on the Townlands site, to be used flexibly. We have also committed to a three year contract for these 11 beds. 

Oxfordshire County Council has commissioned one bed for patients needing respite care which will be co-located with the 11 beds bought by the CCG. Respite care enables carers to take a break from looking after a loved one so they can look after their own health and wellbeing. 

At Monday’s meeting of the Townlands Stakeholder Reference Group (7 March), it was reported we had intended to use seven beds, in line with the board commitment to purchase between five and eight beds. Having listened to the views of reference group members, we will now use the upper limit of eight as our starting point. 

During times when more than eight beds are needed, we have the ability to access the remaining three beds in the same unit on the ground floor of the care home. These beds will otherwise be used for patients who require a continuing healthcare (CHC) assessment. Continuing healthcare is arranged and funded solely by the NHS for people who are not in hospital and have been assessed as having health needs that require substantial support.” 
b. Broadband
No progress had been made.
c. The Crown PH

The Crown PH remained empty and neglected being used to store furniture for Brakespear’s with no further developments for its future known.
d. Footpath along A4130 from Porthill to Parish Boundary

Chair and Clerk would meet with Chair and Clerk from Nettlebed PC and County Councillors on 23rd March.
5. Holy Trinity Nuffield
Planning permission for the car park resurfacing had been granted.
A tea party with special service to celebrate Queen’s 90th Birthday would be held on 12th June

6. Report from Oxfordshire County Councillor Mark Gray

No decision had been made over the continuation of the Thames Travel bus between Wallingford and Henley once the OCC subsidy is withdrawn but it was hoped that with possible college involvement it would continue.
OCC had finalise their budget on 16th February with further cuts to services, although Children’s Centres were reprieved until 2017. 
Devolution was now back on the agenda with further announcements expected shortly.

7. Report from District Councillor David Nimmo Smith

The District Council budget had been set with no increase in their element of the charge. The Unitary Authority devolution bid had been made by the District Council with changes felt within two years which ever option was considered best.

The Crowmarsh Offices of SODC badly damaged by fire had received their settlement from their insurer but a final decision on where new offices would be built would be made once the political landscape on unitary devolution was clearer.

More Enforcement Officers would be taken on by SODC as there was a significant increase in enforcement cases.

2. Nicky Elms HRA –concern over notices to close footpaths one day a year by Adkin land agents for Nuffield College. This was felt to be protecting the interests of the owner by not giving continuous access but would be monitored.
